1. School Programmes

1.1. Learning for Life Programme (LLP)

Selected Primary 3 to 6 prefects help with school programmes and are part of the
planning and executive committee for student-led activities or programmes in school,
including the Student-Suggestion Scheme (SSS), Teachers’ Day programme, Recess
Programmes, leading peers in selected activities (e.g., icebreakers, team-bonding
games) during level camps. During our school's outreach programme, student leaders
can apply planning and communication skills as they help teachers organise activities
for the visiting kindergarteners at our school. They also learn to interact with, and take
care of the kindergarteners during tea break.

LLP provides meaningful and purposeful age-appropriate opportunities for real-life
application of learning. They allow for experimentation, self-discovery, and joy of
learning. We ensure that their programmes are robust and sustainable, with a focus
on providing opportunities for holistic development.
